Perhaps you’ve heard the poem by Portia Nelson called Autobiography in Five Short Chapters.  

In the first chapter of the poem, Nelson is walking down a street when she falls into a deep hole and struggles hard to get out.  In chapter two, the poet pretends not to see the hole, falls in again and it still takes a long time to get out of that predicament.  In chapter three, she sees the hole and still falls in because of force of habit but she immediately gets out.  She walks down the same street in chapter four, but walks around the hole.  By chapter five, she goes down another street. 

During the weekend, I attended a meeting about organizing a Staten Island informational forum on the health care reform bill passed recently by Congress.  At the Social Justice Empowerment Workshop last week, those in attendance voted by consensus to support this educational forum and other related health care projects like a community garden sponsored by our youth with the fresh produce given to Staten Island Soup Kitchens and pantries.  We talked about offering another series on health care directives and proxies that were popular some years ago (please see the article on the social justice empowerment workshop for more information and how you can become involved in the two major projects we voted on).

These two things go together in my mind—Nelson’s poem about learning from our human experiences, and plans for educating people about this new law and how it affects each of us and  the welfare of people in our country. I thought about how many years it has taken to pass legislation that will provide health care for so many more Americans and that begins to address inequities and injustice in our health care system.  I remember when I was a clinical social worker working in a  hospital setting.  The social workers were tasked with talking to people discharged from the hospital with no insurance or resources to cover their prescriptions. I was a gatekeeper then—able to make allowances for people to get life-saving medication or withhold it. I remember being a therapist and working with people who had no insurance, no Medicare or Medicaid and yet they needed treatment.  Though I knew I wouldn’t get paid, how could I refuse them?  I wanted Universal single payer health care even if it would diminish my income because I knew human beings who suffered because they didn’t have health insurance or adequate coverage. I knew people who were depressed and got better with treatment and yet when I told the insurance companies how they had recovered, they still denied them life insurance.  I knew my own personal story and struggles with health insurance with a pre-existing conditions and how I couldn’t get health insurance as a self-employed person.  So when I think about this meeting to educate people about the health care reform bill, I have high hopes that this country is finally going down another street or at least walking around the hole.

That doesn’t mean that the work is all done.  Our health care system is mired in denial of certain people from coverage.  You have to have a certain level of means in order to purchase sufficient coverage or be employed by a workplace that can afford to cover you or elects to do so. This health care reform bill is the start of much needed change but the process isn’t over.  Each of us needs to educate ourselves about how this bill will impact  our families and communities.  I urge you to join me in setting aside May 25th at 7 pm for this forum.  Tim Foley has been studying the proposed legislation and final law for years now. He has given numerous forums throughout the country and had to keep abreast of all the changes because he blogged about health care daily.  After hearing his rational but compassionate approach to talking about the health care reform legislation, I am convinced that this forum contains the seeds to do much good on Staten Island and to be a catalyst for a primary social justice effort that this church will be involved in for quite some time. 

The new social justice committee chaired by William Taylor Suderman will keep you abreast of this forum and other subsequent community health events as they develop.  Please feel free to contact William or me with any questions about our revitalized Social Justice Committee.

A letter from the President…….

April 14, 2010
Dear Friends and Members,
It has come to the Board’s attention that many of you have questions and concerns regarding several of the board’s decisions this church year.  I have been entrusted by the board to write this letter, hoping to provide you with the background information that was the impetus for these decisions.  It is my hope that this letter will help provide more transparency, understanding and inspire you to increase your participation in the life of the church. 

I believe the primary impetus for much of the board’s decisions this year have been based on the vision and mission of our church.   There have been other vision and mission statements developed over the years here at UCSI.  The purpose of these statements is to use them to help us make decisions about what we do, who we are and how we present ourselves.   We have not been too successful at doing that in the past and it has been this Board’s goal to utilize our vision and mission to help us focus on what we want to accomplish and not allow those statements to become just more words on paper that are forgotten.   I list them here as a reference:

Vision:   We are an inviting spiritual community guided by our principles in all that we do.

The mission of the UCSI is to:
· open our hearts and home in order to enrich our community;

· extend ourselves to help make the world a better place;

· support and nurture people as they search for their own truth; and,

· share the responsibility for sustaining our cherished home.

Aside from wanting to utilize our vision and mission to help us determine our goals this year, the board and the congregation were fortunate to have Gini Courter, the Moderator of the UUA present two workshops for us in September this year.  These served to remind us of the importance of forward thinking in regard to church vision and mission.  The “Strategies for Tough Times” for Board Members, Committee Chairs and other church leaders helped to clarify the idea of shared ministry and what the board’s role is in initiating ideas and presenting projects.

Inspired, the board was challenged, by one of our trustees, to read The Almost Church Revitalized by Michael Durall.   Again, reading this book encouraged us to lead in the direction of our vision and mission.  It is in this spirit that we have been meeting, discussing and, finally, making decisions.  It is in this spirit that we work together for you the members of the church.  We believe it is our role to provide leadership, to move the church forward in a direction, all the while listening to the voice of the congregation.  It is and should be a constant back and forth motion between us.   This is why the Board made the decision to give the undesignated cash in the plate to Project Hospitality to continue only until the end of this fiscal year.  We are hopeful that the proposal can be assessed for its impact at the end of the fiscal year.  We want to hear what you have to say with the hope that it will lead to discussion about where we are going in terms of our vision and mission.  How will we fulfill our mission of extending ourselves to help make the world a better place?  Is there a better way of doing this?  How do we do this while sharing the responsibility for sustaining our cherished home?  Does this endeavor open our hearts and home in order to enrich our community?  What are we doing that demonstrates that we are an inviting spiritual community guided by our principles in all that we do?
These are the questions I ask myself, as President, over and over.  Although we don’t verbalize it, I believe these may be the questions on the minds of the other members of the board.  Help us realize our vision and mission by participating as much as you can in church life.  Give feedback, give time, give energy and last, but not least, give money.

First Friday Film Series:  May 7. 2010, 7:30 pm – “Which Way Home”
As the United States continues to build a wall between itself and Mexico, Which Way Home shows the personal side of immigration through the eyes of children who face harrowing dangers with enormous courage and resourcefulness as they endeavor to make it to the United States.

 The film follows several unaccompanied child migrants as they journey through Mexico en route to the U.S. on a freight train they call “The Beast ”. Director Rebecca Cammisa (Sister Helen) tracks the stories of children like Olga and Freddy, nine-year old Hondurans who are desperately trying to reach their families in Minnesota, and Jose, a ten-year-old El Salvadoran who has been abandoned by smugglers and ends up alone in a Mexican detention center, and focuses on Kevin, a canny, streetwise 14-year-old Honduran, whose mother hopes that he will reach New York City and send money back to his family.  These are stories of hope and courage, disappointment and sorrow. They are the ones you never hear about – the invisible ones.

Social Justice Empowerment Workshop
On Saturday, April 10th, eleven church members led by William Taylor Suderman and Rev. Susan Karlson attended a full day workshop on Social Justice Empowerment.

The group brainstormed on a large variety of social issues, and chose two issues to make a priority.

The immediate issue agreed upon to address was Health Care.: We are partnering with others to organize a forum on the Health Care Legislation. In addition, we are hoping to expand to offering workshops on aging and other health related issues. We may even take health care to a more ground level by involving our youth in a community gardening project.

The more long-term goal we would like to address is Racism and Discrimination in all of its ugly forms.   We will be investigating the Jubilee World Workshop and other UUA initiatives. Also, if you would like to attend an Anti-Racism Conclave on May 15th, let Rev. Susan know.

Stewardship:
The Finance Committee reports that so far in the FY 2010-11 Stewardship campaign, 21 pledging units have committed to $49,400 in pledges for the upcoming church year.

UCSI Website Revision: 
The Board has voted to accept the proposal by Vivian Vassar and Ruth Benson, to hire a professional team of web designers to revise the Church website, in order to bring it up to the latest technological standards in a format that can be maintained by designated church members without the need for a Webmaster.  The design team plans to implement the major changes over the summer months.
Committee on Ministry:

Members of the Ministerial Relations Committee,(MRC) Jill Hueckel and Linda Santlofer, presented a revised brochure of the Committee on Ministry (COM) which takes into account the opinions and concerns stated at the annual meeting last year. The Board unanimously approved the conversion of the current MRC (which also includes Claudette Duff) to a COM with the responsibilities outlined in the brochure. It will be available to the congregation by May 1st. The new COM is charged with conducting informational meetings on the purpose and function of COM and the meaning of shared ministry.

UCSI Program Evaluation Proposal:

Michael Anderson made a presentation to the Board, offering his services to the Church to conduct a Program Evaluation Workshop for officers of the Board and other interested members. The purpose is to evaluate current structural operations in advance of strategic planning, in a logic model that tests assumptions and outcomes.  Such an evaluation can help a small organization such as ours to “work smarter” with scarce resources.
